The children should discuss with the teacher what theg are
going io draw and write.

The children can tell their StOTy tv the teaher and she can
write it for them or theg can try to write smethmg l/g
themselves. Children  should e mcouraged to iry and write
somet/u‘ng //y themselves  and any  attempt at  story wriking should
be 9Lven positive feed[/ack from the teacher.

2. Theme work - Story time.

The teacher vreads one or two stories to the children. T hese
stories  should e related to the theme Lf fwssbl/le. The teacher
should draw  the childrens’ attention to  the sbght word or other
keg words.

3. Mat acti.wlty — This involves a ﬂashcard game and sgllal/le
clappmg. The children should e learnmg about words and  their

SU’UJ’LdS.

4. A_cti.vity — This s usually a cra,ﬁ a.ctl;w'ty or worksheet
a.ctthy related to  the theme.

5. Ha.ndwriti.ng and Phonics — This is a series 07[ activities
based around a N djél///ana sound. [ he children say the sounds
c/mrt, p[a,y sounds games and do a worksheet or related

a,cti,wty.
